ing? Sunday school and youth group could follow, along with regular Sunday meals and fellowship. I felt a need to bring 

this up since, until now, weôve been talking about the possibility of rearranging our Sunday morning schedule. But this 

new suggestion, which was mentioned but not emphasized at the June 12th meeting, is really interesting since it reframes 

the whole day. Yes, itôs non-traditional. But the session feels itôs worth considering. So please take some time to prayer-

fully imagine your Sundays in a whole new way. And consider how such a schedule might affect your life and your 

weekends.

Spots of GREEN in Boston 
 My husband and I recently took a trip to Boston, and I noticed a few en-
couraging signs of ecological progress. On the plane, the flight attendants 
carefully separated aluminum soda cans and plastic drink cups from non-
recyclable coffee cups, napkins and snack wrappers. The bus that we took 
from the airport to the T train stopped at the edge of downtown Boston.  The 
driver got out and switched from the fossil fuel burning engine to electric pow-
er. The electricity came through overhead wires, just like an old-fashioned trol-
ley. 
 One afternoon, we wandered through a craft fair that was set up along 
the Rose Fitzgerald Kennedy Greenway. This park has replaced the streets 
that are now located underground. Many beautiful things were for sale and I 
bought a pair of earrings that are made from recycled glass.  
 In our hotel room, one waste basket was labeled ñRecyclablesò. The 
bus that we took back to the airport was a clean fuel bus: a diesel/electric hy-
brid.  Inside the bus, there was a poster that read: ñLogan Airport solar panels 
capture power, LED bulbs conserve itò.  Despite Washington politiciansô con-
tinued support of the fossil fuel industry and hindrance of progress toward al-
ternative energy production, changes are happening all around us. These 
changes are glimpses of a hopeful future.
