 At its most recent meeting, the Covenant session acted on a strong recommendation from the Steward-

ship and Finance ministry team to change our fiscal year from the calendar year to a 12-month oper-

ating cycle that will begin in 2017 on July 1st and run through June 30th each year after that. We believe 

this move has the advantage of aligning our fiscal year-end more closely to the churchΩs natural flow of 

life and programming. Since our new season of activity really begins in the early fall and not in January, 

we also think having a new fiscal year-end will help both our planning for ministry and the cash manage-

ment of our life together. Specifically, we can now prepare the yearly budget, close the books, and un-

dergo an annual financial review at a time other than our peak activity period between late fall and New 

YearΩs. In addition, we have learned that making this switch will not complicate the way we file neces-

sary reports with the presbytery and the IRS.  

Now, you might be thinking, thatΩs all well and good, but what happens this coming January if our new 

budget cycle is not scheduled to start until July? How will the church pay its bills and continue its pro-

gramming through the spring? Those are good questions, and the answers will depend on your faithful 

commitment. Stewardship and Finance is proposing that we continue the 2016 budget for the first six 

months of 2017 (a άshort-year,έ running from January 1 through June 30th of 2017). Therefore, the ses-

sion is asking you to graciously continue your current pledge amount through next June of 2017.  

There will be a stewardship campaign for the new fiscal year calendar, and you can expect this to begin 

in late January. Our goal is to complete that campaign by the end of April, giving us ample time to pre-

pare and present a budget before summer begins. In the months ahead, you will hear more information 

regarding this new approach to our financial life in the form of minutes for mission and newsletter arti-

cles. In addition, please feel free to speak to session members, Paige Campbell and Dianne Simpson 

from Stewardship and Finance, our treasurer Pam Knox, or the pastors if you have particular questions 

or concerns.  

Please note there will not be new pledge envelopes for the first six months of 2017 as we transition to a new 
fiscal year beginning July 1.

 I was the lucky recipient of an incredibly delicious Christmas gift!  It was a Dark Salted 

Brown Butter Organic Chocolate bar (70% cocoa, gluten free, non-gmo), made by Alter Eco.  In-

side the heavy paper wrapper is an explanation of how ñthis bar is restoring the rain forestò.   

 The cocoa that was used to make the chocolate bar came from trees that belong to the 

2000 farmers that make up the Acopagro Co-Op.  Located in Peru, the co-op has replaced illegal 

coca crops with cacao and other trees, such as mahogany.  One million trees have already been 

planted and the plan is to plant another million in the next 4 years.  Besides preventing erosion 

and replenishing the forest canopy, all these trees inhale tons of carbon dioxide, which will help 

to slow down climate change.

I know that not all of you can volunteer due 
to the timing of the Cave (3:30p-5:30p Fridays), but where you are unable to volunteer, I charge you to bring this need to 
othersõ attention in conversation and to pray for those who can volunteer. Without volunteers, the Cave be neither super-
vised nor safe for our neighbors. The community needs the Cave, and the Cave needs you.  
 
Volunteering at the Cave is not only a ministry of presence. It requires intentional interaction between volunteers and 
participants. There are various roles that volunteers may fill on any given Friday at the Caveñfrom helping with the 
check-in process to supervising the basketball courtñand to better inform the congregation of these various 
roles and how to best serve our neighbors at the Cave, we are offering two training sessions: Friday Jan-
uary 27, 4:30-5:30p and Sunday January 29, 12:15-1:15p. Both sessions will include the same information and will 
be held in the conference room at the church. They are meant for all to attend, even if youõre on the fence about volun-
teering. Please see the attached document that outlines these training sessions. 
 
Please keep in mind that while I hope potential volunteers can join us for every Friday, it is not required that you do. If 
you are only able to join us on occasion throughout the semester, I still encourage you to volunteer. Having many volun-
teers on our roster will allow for necessary wiggle room that ministry, and life in general, continually calls for.
